	An area in which an outside power claimed exclusive investment or trading rights—Ex: China

	An area where local rulers were left in place but were expected to follow the advice of the dominated outside powers on issues such as trade or missionary activity—Ex: Puerto Rico

	An area rule directly by a dominated outside power—Ex: Philippines Islands

	Hawaiian leader who resented the increasing power of white planters.  She abolished the constitution that had given political power to the white minority.  She was overthrown by the whites and Hawaii was soon annexed into the U.S.

	1893 – US backed revolutionaries overthrew the Hawaiian Queen.  1898 Hawaii became a US territory.

	15. 
	Founder of the Social Gospel movement that sought to apply Protestant religious principles to solve the social ills brought on by industrialization, urbanization and immigration.

	Extreme and aggressive form of nationalism—Fueled  by letter written by Spanish dignitary calling President McKinley “a weak and stupid politician”

	18. 
	Rival publishers who heightened the public’s dislike of the Spanish government with exaggerated stories.

	19. 
	US ship that sank mysteriously in the Havana harbor and the US blamed the Spanish. This became the battle cry for the Spanish American War—Remember the ______________!

	20. 
	Letter written by a Spanish official. It was intercepted and published in newspapers - calling President McKinley weak.  One of the principal causes of the Spanish-American War of 1898.

	21. 
	Spanish-American war -Secretary of State John Hay called it  this “_____________________”  because in less than a hundred days the U.S. liberated 13 million people and 165,000 square miles of colonies from Puerto Rico to Guam and the Philippines, and with only 379 combat deaths.

	22. 
	First United States volunteer cavalry, led by Teddy Roosevelt.  Gained fame for the role they played in the battles of Kettle and San Juan Hills.

	23.
	Commodore who conquered the Philippines Island.

	Effects of the Spanish-American War

	 24. 
	Officially ended the Spanish-American War.  Spain gave up control of Cuba, Puerto Rico, and Guam, and sold the Philippines to the U.S. for    twenty million dollars.

	Passed by US Congress – established a civil government in Puerto Rico.  President appointed a governor and ½ of the legislature.

	
	26. 

	 A series of court cases in which the US Supreme Court cases determined the rights of Puerto Ricans.  (Taxes, Citizenship)

	27. 
	Set of conditions under which Cuba was granted independence in 1902.  Restricted the rights of Cubans and granted the US the “right to intervene” to preserve order in Cuba.

	28. 
	Citizens group who condemned imperialism as a crime—i.e. William Jennings Bryan and Mark Twain

	Statement by Sec. of State John Hay reasserting America desire to trade in China while maintaining China’s territorial and administrative boundaries.

	30.
	Violence uprising started by The Society of Harmonious Fists” to rid China of foreign influence.  America and several European governments sent troops to stop the rebellion.

	31.
	Human made waterway linking the Atlantic and Pacific oceans.  Built by the US with most of the credit going to TR.

	Taft’s policy of expanding American investments abroad and using the power of American money.

	33. 


	The updating of the Monroe Doctrine which stated that the US would act as a police power in the Western Hemisphere.

	Agreement between TR and Japan that would limit Japanese immigration to the US and San Francisco would not segregate the Asian immigrants in school.

	36. 
	Wilson’s statement that the U.S. would not use force to assert influence in the world, but would instead work to promote human rights.

	37. 
	Battleships sent by TR in 1907 on a “good will cruise” around the world.

	38.
	On March 9, 1916, Villa ordered 1,500 Mexican raiders to make a cross-border attack against Columbus, New Mexico. They attacked a detachment of 13th US Cavalry. President Wilson responded by send General Pershing with 6,000 troops to Mexico to pursue Villa.
